The Most Significant Difference…

Protestants believe salvation is by grace alone in Christ alone—and through faith alone. Catholics believe salvation is by grace alone in Christ—but it is appropriated through faith and works. Under the Roman Catholic sacramental system, the sinner must work in cooperation with God’s grace to reach salvation. Protestant faith maintains that salvation is completely God’s work from beginning to end.
